Hiroshima City will provide vouchers for postpartum check-ups intended for protecting physical and
mental health of new mothers from Sunday, October 1. The vouchers will be included when you
receive the Maternal and Child Health Handbook (Boshi-techo).

WHO: Those who are residents of Hiroshima City, and will receive the Maternal and Child Health
Handbook on October 1 or later.

VOUCHERS: You will receive the vouchers and a medical questionnaire with the Maternal and
Child Health Handbook when you submit a pregnancy notification to your local health center
(Hoken center). You can use the vouchers for the two-week and the one month postpartum
check-ups (a maximum of ¥5,000 each time). Please fill out the questionnaire and file the
voucher with the medical institution when you take the check-up.

NOTE: If your postpartum check-up report shows that you need special support or care, a public
health nurse from your local health center will help you with providing your necessary care
services and advices.
