The area that is now Peace Memorial Park was once the bustling downtown area
of Hiroshima City. The district was reduced to ashes by the atomic bombing, and
after the war, it was transformed into Peace Memorial Park, a place to console the
spirits of the victims and pray for lasting world peace. Inside the park are dozens of
monuments built in memory of those who lost their lives and in the hopes of peace.
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Honkawa Elementary
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As the closest schocl to the hypocenter,
more than 10 stafi members and around
400 students lost their lives in the
bombing. The school building which
remained standing was repaired to ba
used after the war; a portion of that
building became the Honkawa Elementary
School Peace Museum.
